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Ozarka College - Mountain View recently hosted University of Central Arkansas
graduate student Kerri McCabe who conducted a seminar on restoration ecology in
David Mitchell's General Biology class. McCabe's seminar took place in the science lab
on September 26, entitled "Conservation and Restoration of an Endangered Ecosys-
tem: North America's Tallgrass Prairie" discussed native prairie plant and animal spe-
" | cies and the threats that these organisms face.

McCabe is currently engaged in the restoration of the Jewell Moore Nature Re-
serve on the campus of UCA which includes a remnant of the tall grass prairies
once common in Arkansas. Open to the public, the Jewell Moore Nature Re-
serve is a unique facility designed to raise awareness of endangered ecosys-
tems. McCabe was very impressed with the enthusiasm of Ozarka’s student
body and invited students to visit the Nature Reserve and par-
