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New Scholarship Opportunities Now Available

There are some new scholarship op-
portunities available to Ozarka Col-
lege students. The Jack Kent Cooke
Foundation scholarship, the Sunshine
Lady Foundation Scholarship and the
Horseshoe Bend Kiwanis Scholarship
each have their own eligibility require-
ments.

The Jack Kent Cooke Foundation’s
mission is to help young people of
exceptional promise reach their full
potential through education. The
Foundation focuses particularly on
students who are excelling academi-
cally and have significant unmet fi-
nancial need. Through the Under-
graduate Transfer Scholarship Pro-
gram, the Foundation identifies and
supports high-achieving community
college students hoping to transfer
from two-year programs to four-year
colleges and universities.

Only the nation’s accredited two-year
institutions are able to nominate stu-
dents. These nomination guidelines
are designed to assist two-year insti-
tutions in recruiting applicants and
selecting nominees for the Jack Kent
Cooke Foundation Undergraduate
Transfer Scholarship Program.

The deadline for The Jack Kent
Cooke completed application is

Wednesday, December 1 at 2:00 p.m.

The minimum eligibility for this schol-
arship is as follows:

Nominees must meet all of the follow-
ing eligibility requirements:

e Nominees may be drawn from
sophomores or recent graduates.
Current students must be en-
rolled at the two-year institution
at the time of nomination and
have sophomore status by De-

cember 31, 2004. Recent
alumni must have graduated in
the last five years (since May
2000).

e Nominees must plan to pursue
baccalaureate degrees full-time
at four-year institutions starting
in fall 2005. (Students already
enrolled in four-year schools are
not eligible.)

¢ Nominees must have cumula-
tive college GPAs of 3.50 or
better on a 4.0 scale (or the
equivalent). This cumulative
GPA must include all college-
level courses.

e Nominees must have unmet
financial need.

Please keep in mind as you select
your nominees that, while there is a
five-year window of eligibility, a stu-
dent or alumnus may only be nomi-
nated once for the scholarship.

The Sunshine Lady Foundation
(SLF) offers the Women'’s Independ-
ence Scholarship Program. The
Sunshine Lady Foundation is a pri-
vate family foundation established in
1996 by founder and president Doris
Buffett Bryant. A primary focus of
SLF is to continue, develop and en-
hance efforts to end domestic vio-
lence. SLF believes that education is
a powerful tool which breaks down
barriers and opens doors of opportu-
nity. The objective of the Women’s
Independence Scholarship Program
is to help survivors of domestic vio-
lence complete and educational ex-
periences that is crucial to secure
employment that will provide them
with the financial footing they need
to turn their dreams into reality. Sup-

port is available for full or part-time
students.

A woman who meets the following
requirements is eligible to apply:

e  Survived domestic violence and
is a citizen or legal resident of
the United States.

e s officially accepted into an ac-
credited course of study at a
United States institution.

e Demonstrates a critical need for
financial assistance.

e Exhibits a strong desire, ability
and determination to complete a
training and/or academic pro-
gram.

e Has a definite plan to use the
desired training to upgrade skills
for career advancement, to train
for a new career field, or to enter
or reenter the job market.

e s sponsored by a non-profit,
domestic violence service
agency willing to mentor and
provide support for the student
throughout her educational ex-
perience.

The Horseshoe Bend Kiwanis Club
is funding a scholarship for a full time
student enrolled in one of Ozarka'’s
educational programs. To be eligible
for this scholarship up to the amount
of $1,000, students must be residents
of Fulton or Izard County and have
been members of the Key Club.
