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O0zarka Recommended for Continued Accreditation

Ozarka College has been recom-
mended for continued accredita-
tion through 2020 by a visiting
team of the Higher Learning
Commission (HLC) of the North
Central Association of Colleges
and Schools. The recommenda-
tion was announced November
|7 at an open forum debrief to all
employees in Melbourne.

An evaluation team of higher
education professionals assem-
bled by the HLC from institutions
similar to Ozarka visited the Col-
lege November |5-17 and an-
nounced their recommendations
to faculty, staff and administration
Wednesday morning prior to
their departure.

Ozarka College underwent the
comprehensive visit by HLC as
the culmination of the past sev-
eral years of preparation and the
development of an extensive in-
stitutional self-study report based
on five criteria that the HLC con-
siders priorities for accreditation.

The team met with college staff,
faculty and administration; as well
as the Board of Trustees, com-
munity members and students in
an effort to gather evidence that
Ozarka’s self-study report was
thorough and accurate.

The HLC team was led by Dr.
William G. Giddings, President of
Northwest lowa Community
College in Sheldon, lowa. Dr.
Giddings praised Ozarka for the
hospitality and organization dur-
ing their team visit and com-
mended the College for their
clear desire to serve its students
and community, and upholding its
mission of providing life changing
experiences through education.

Along with Dr. Giddings the
HLC team consisted of Dr.
Cia Verschelden, Vice Presi-
dent for Academic Affairs,
Highland Community Col-
lege in Highland, Kansas; Dr.
Linda G. Johnson, AQIP Liai-
son/HLC/Assessment Coor-

dinator, Southeast Technical In-
stitute in Sioux Falls, South Da-
kota; and Dr. Linda L. Avant,
Executive Vice President, Okla-
homa State University Institute of
Technology-Okmulgee, in Ok-
mulgee, Oklahoma.

Ozarka College has been accred-
ited by HLC as a college since
1996. Its accreditation is at the
Associate's degree level. A com-
mittee from HLC will review the
self-study and the visiting team
recommendations to officially
determine accreditation in late
winter, and a formal report will
follow.

Ozarka College held an open
house on Monday, Novem-
ber 29 at its new location in
Mammoth Spring. The facil-
ity on the corner of 5* and
Archer Streets has been
remodeled in order to serve
students with day and eve-
ning classes in the northern
part of Ozarka's Fulton
County service area begin-
ning January 201 1.

Ozarka also offers
Arkansas in-state tuition to
all Oregon County residents,
making it affordable for those
who live in close proximity
to Mammoth Spring.
