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College Connection  
After the devastation of the February 5th tornado that swept through Ozarka’s service area and 
affecting several students, faculty, and alumni, the college has rallied in many different ways to  
help.  Some students completely lost everything, including their textbooks.  Ozarka reports that 
through donations and/or gifts, every book has been replaced for those who lost them by the storm. 
 
Several Ozarka personnel, led by Tracy Cone and the Career Pathways staff collected and organ-
ized donations of money, clothing and other necessities and distributed them to those in immedi-
ate need within the first couple of days after the storm.  That staff along with several volunteers, 
helped to organize and man the disaster relief center, which was set up in Izard County. 
 
In Sharp County, James Spurlock, the Ash Flat campus coordinator, organized a clean up effort.  
The group of approximately 40 people were asked by the disaster coordinator to help by unload-
ing supplies at the disaster relief center/Red Cross location in Ash Flat.  The group proceeded to 
unload massive quantities of drinks, food, toiletries, clothing, bedding and other items which had 
been donated and trucked in from other areas.  Several of the nursing students and Ozarka staff 
also assisted with other activities in that county. 
 
When the tornado hit Mountain View, the college was fortunate in that there was no real damage 
to the actual building, even though it hit all around the campus and did major damage to the Stone 
County Medical Center, where the Mountain View nursing students have their skills lab.  The only 
damage to the building was from a stray piece of plywood lodged into the masonry and a parade 
float that was located on the grounds of the campus was destroyed.  The students rallied, not 
only to salvage some items, including CPR mannequins for the hospital (some of which were over 
two miles from the lab), but they also helped the hospital by providing care for both residents of 
the nursing home and hospital patients who were moved there.
