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Ozarka Kids Academy Worker Awarded (DA

Patricia Loggains of the Ozarka Col-
lege Kids Academy in Melbourne
was recently awarded a Child De-
velopment Associate (CDA) Cre-
dential in recognition of outstanding
work with young children. The
credential was awarded by the
Council for Professional Recogni-
tion in Washington, D.C., which
represents the early childhood pro-
fession. Loggains currently teaches
the three-year-old class at the Kids
Academy.

CDA is the only major national
effort to improve childcare by
evaluating and recognizing the skills
of individuals providing care. The
first credential was awarded 25
years ago and now 46 states plus
the District of Columbia include
CDA in the childcare licensing re-
quirements.

Because of parents’ concern with
their children’s welfare while in a
childcare facility, the CDA assess-
ment process includes an early
childhood professional observing
candidates while working with
young children or families. In addi-
tion, candidates must demonstrate
the ability to work with families to
develop children’s physical and intel-
lectual capabilities in a safe and
healthy learning environment.

The CDA credential is
having a positive effect
on the quality of child-
care. lts impact is evi-
dent in center-based
