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January is National Stalking Awareness Month

For the fifth consecutive year the Senate has passed a resolution
designating January as National Stalking Awareness Month. The
bill was introduced by U.S. Senators Joseph R. Biden, Jr. (D-DE)
and Susan Collins (R-ME). Senator Biden explains that stalking is
something that leaves a victim fearful 24 hours a day and that a
victim never feels safe, even at home. Senator Collins states
that many experts conclude that there is a strong relationship
between stalking and violence toward women and National
Stalking Awareness Month will help raise awareness about this
serious and potentially deadly crime.

A stalking fact sheet from the Stalking Resource Center
(www.ncvc.org/src) reveals some of the sobering facts related to
this crime:

e 1,006,970 women and 370,990 men are stalked annually in
the US.

77% of female and 45% of male victims know their stalkers
59% of female and 30% of male victims are stalked by an
intimate partner

The average duration of stalking is 1.8 years; 2.2 years if
intimate partners are involved

e 2/3 of stalkers pursue their victims at least once per

week, many daily, using more than one method

76% of intimate partner femicide (murder) victims
had been stalked by their intimate partner

54% of femicide victims reported stalking to police
before they were killed by their stalkers

e  Stalking is a crime under the laws of all 50 states
