Dr. Richard Dawe, Presi-
dent of Ozarka College, 
recently received an award 
as the distinguished Ph.D. 
alumni for 2010 from Saint 
Louis University's College 
of Education and Public 
Service. 
 
The Distinguished Alumni 
Award recognizes alumni 
who have made significant 

contributions to professional development in the 
profession. The award ceremony was held on 
SLU's main campus on March 19th as the culmi-
nating event at the annual spring professional 
development conference, which brought to-
gether alumni, faculty, students, and community 
members as a professional network for a cele-

bratory awards luncheon. Recipients are dedi-
cated to strengthening and contributing to the 
SLU network of professionals as consultants, 
mentors and leaders in service to the College 
mission to transform individuals and communi-
ties. Dr. Dawe's remarks upon accepting the 
award included the important role of community 
colleges in today's economy, and specifically, the 
impact that Ozarka College has in their service 
region of north central Arkansas.  
 
Dawe was a 2000 graduate of Saint Louis Univer-
sity, earning a Ph.D. in Public Policy Analysis and 
Administration and has been the Ozarka College 
president since July of 2009. He and his wife 
Chris are proud to call Melbourne their home. 
His mother, Bonnie Dawe, a 1976 graduate of 
the Ozarka LPN program also now resides in 
Melbourne.

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Ozarka College Self-Study Progresses on Schedule 
The employees of Ozarka College are continuing the self-study process for accreditation from 
the Higher Learning Commission (HLC).  The College was last accredited in 2000 for a ten-
year period.  The self-study process consists of evaluating the College against HLC's Five Crite-
ria of Accreditation followed by a visit from an HLC-appointed visiting team to validate the self-
study.   
 
During the 2009 fall semester five sub-committees at Ozarka worked diligently to assess the 
College's performance against each of these five criteria, as well as writing the first drafts of the 
self-study document.  On December 20, each of the five criterion sub-committee's first drafts 
were submitted to the steering committee.  
 
The steering committee co-chairs worked during the early part of the Spring semester on the 
first rewrites and passed them to the steering committee for review.  After several meetings to 
discuss each submission, the co-chairs are currently in the process of a second rewrite. Then, 
the publishing subcommittee will prepare the document for final draft to be reviewed by the 
College. The self-study process is due to be completed in May, and the HLC-appointed evalua-
tion team will visit November 15-17, 2010.
