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Groundbreaking in Mountain View August 10

Officials from Ozarka College have announced plans for a groundbreaking ceremony for the new
Student and Nursing Education Center to be located on Ozarka College Drive in Mountain View. A
short ceremony will take place at 10:00 a.m. on Tuesday, August |0 at the building site with a recep-
tion to follow in the current facility. The public is invited to attend the celebration.

The permanent home of Ozarka College - Mountain View opened in August of 2005 after ten acres
of land was purchased by the college in May of 2003. Enrollment has grown each year since the facil-
ity opened and the Ozarka College Board of Trustees recognized the need for additional space and
unanimously approved a resolution to provide construction funding through institutional bond re-
structure at the quarterly meeting last Fall. Bond sales were finalized in early December, an architect
was selected, and planning the facility began immediately.

President Dr. Richard Dawe explains the expansion at the Stone County site includes classrooms,
offices and parking space. "Central to this project is a Student Center as well as a dedicated lab for
the Mountain View nursing program. We have an increasing need overall for space as we continue
to experience enrollment growth in Stone County."

Dawe adds, “The architectural firm of Polk, Stanley and Wilcox has worked diligently to incorporate
the culture of Stone County into a state-of-the-art educational facility to meet the needs of the com-
munity. The building contract was officially awarded to Noacon, Inc. from Fairfield Bay. The parking

“Enrollment has risen 41% during this semester, which is generally lower
than the first summer session,” according to Vice President for Student
Services, Ron Helm. “In 2009 we had 176 students in Summer Il classes, o
and we currently have 249 students enrolled. This includes classes at our
main campus in Melbourne and the off-campus sites in Ash Flat and .
Mountain View; as well as online courses.” Helm notes that the online
headcount is actually the highest during this term.

The increase is significantly credited to the expanded course offerings
and the recent restructuring of the Federal Pell Grant program which
opened up new financial aid opportunities for those students taking sum- e
mer classes. Helm explains, “the improved program allows students to
accelerate the completion of their degree and certificate programs by
taking classes year round."
