
The Ozarka College final enrollment figures for Fall 2004 have risen considerably over the Fall 
2003 numbers.  Student enrollment this semester has reached 974, compared to the Fall 2003 
semester enrollment of 944.   
 
Ozarka College President Douglas Rush states “Although this semester, we’re shy of our overall 
record in the Fall of 2002 when we reached 1,004 students, we are pleased with the consistency 
of our enrollment.”  He adds, “The temporary education centers in Sharp and Stone counties 
have shown a steady increase each year since they opened their doors a few years ago.  As the 
permanent facilities are completed in those locations in the upcoming year, Ozarka is confident 
that a significant increase will occur with enrollment.” 
 
“Freshman enrollment has again surpassed the record set last Fall,” according to Rush.  “There is 
also an increase in our concurrent enrollment, which includes the high school students in our 
service area who are taking advantage of college courses we offer to jump start their higher edu-
cation.” 
 
Last December, Ozarka College was ranked the fifth fastest-growing public two-year college in 
the U.S. in its category of fewer than 2500 students, by Community College Week.  The publica-
tion analyzed data from the U.S. Department of Education to determine the colleges for their 
fastest-growing institutions.   Four other Arkansas two-year colleges were also included in the 
“top 50” category along with Ozarka College.

One of the most important 
rights as a citizen of the 
United States of America is 
the right to vote.  With an 
upcoming Presidential elec-
tion on November 2nd, 
Ozarka is encouraging all 
students who are over the 
age of 18 and a U.S. citizen to 
get registered to vote.   
 
In order to vote on the No-
vember ballot, registration 
must be complete at least 30 
days before the election, 
which is October 3rd.    
 
The website for Arkansas’ 
Secretary of State has voter 
registration information avail-
able.  The web address is 
www.sos.arkansas.gov.  Un-
der the subheading 
“elections”  - “education” 
there is a brochure available 

to download entitled “Pocket 
Guide to Voting in Arkansas.”    
 
Included in this brochure are 
guidelines for college stu-
dents who wish to vote: 
“If you are a college student 
attending college OUTSIDE of 
your home county: 
You must decide what county 
you consider “home.” If you 
intend to return to live in 
your home county, then list 
your parents’ address as your 
residence. If you do NOT 
intend to return there, then 
list your college address 
as your residence. Remem-
ber: you must keep your resi-
dence address CURRENT on 
your voter registration. This 
requirement often persuades 
college students to use their 
parents’ address, which may 
be less likely to change re-
peatedly.”

October 1st is the deadline to register for basic real estate 
course being offered at Ozarka College, in conjunction 
with Kelton Schools Inc. from Jonesboro, Arkansas.  
 
According to Continuing Ed director Karla Rush, “This 
class totals sixty hours of training in basic real estate princi-
ples and prepares a person to pass the Arkansas real estate 
license exam.  However, contractors, lenders, developers 
or anyone interested in learning more about real estate 
procedure can benefit from this training.” 
 
The schedule for the real estate program is designed to 
accommodate persons already working full-time and will 
meet only during weekends at the main campus in Mel-
bourne.  Classes will meet from 8 a.m. until 6 p.m. on Oc-
tober 16 and 17, November 6, 20 and 21 and December 4. 
 
Kelton Schools Inc. (#0108) is an approved provider for 
real estate training as determined by the Arkansas State 
Board of Private Career Education.   All courses offered by 
Kelton Schools are acceptable by the Arkansas Real Estate 
Commission as well Cost for the 60-hour program is 
$370.00.
